  Whereas, today, under the spiritual leadership of Rev. Bogumil Czaja and Deacon Jonathan Meus, Sts. Peter and Paul Parish embodies the values of devotion, family, and perseverance and is open to people of all nationalities; and 

Whereas, it is with great pride that the City of South Milwaukee pays tribute to Sts. Peter and Paul Polish National Catholic church in commemoration of 100 years of ecclesiastical service to our community;
